About this time, when the number of disciples was
increasing, the Hellenists made a complaint against the
Hebrews: in the daily distribution their own widows were
being overlooked. So the Twelve called a full meeting of the
disciples and addressed them, ‘It would not be right for us to
neglect the word of God so as to give out food; you, brothers,
must select from among yourselves seven men of good
reputation, filled with the Spirit and with wisdom; we will
hand over this duty to them, and continue to devote ourselves
to prayer and to the service of the word.”
